As a voting member of this electorate, I am writing to ask for your support of a motion to register West Papua on the United Nations Decolonisation List at the September 2019 General Assembly. 
This means urging the government to instruct the Ambassador and Permanent Representative of Australia to the United Nations to vote for the motion, which I believe is of strategic importance to Australia and critical to our future security.  

If Australia doesn’t begin supporting West Papua’s self-determination, the issue will continue to be a chronic thorn in Australia’s relations with Indonesia, and is likely to disrupt relations with states in the Pacific, Caribbean and Africa that are pursuing their legal and ethical responsibilities. 

Australia cannot ignore the torture, extrajudicial killings and other horrendous human rights abuses experienced by West Papuans under the authorisation of the Indonesian Government.  We need our nation to stop being complicit in these human rights violations, and to acknowledge the right of the West Papuans to self-determination, which we are able to do, easily, by supporting this motion.
You are my elected representative and I would like to know where you stand in relation to this motion to register West Papua with the United Nations Decolonisation Committee.  I would also like to know if you would be prepared to talk about it at your next party meeting, and have your colleagues sign our online petition at: www.decolonizewestpapua.com
